RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.
No use of tobacco, alcohol, or any form of drugs will be accepted.  Tell your director if you have


prescription medication.

2.
Good rehearsal techniques WILL be observed at all times. See # 6 below
3.
Appropriate respect will be shown to guest conductors, accompanists, teachers, adults, 


hotel personnel, and fellow students at all times.

4.
Students are obligated to attend the entirety of rehearsals, activities, and the concert.

5.
Students may not leave school or designated hotel building grounds at any time

6.
Curfew and lights-out will be announced.  Those times WILL be enforced.  "Lights Out"


means GO TO SLEEP.

7.
NO ROOM VISITIATION by members of the opposite sex is allowed at any time.

8.
NO outside visitors, other than immediate family, will be permitted in student rooms prior to


curfew.  If family is to visit, the student MUST bring a note signed by a parent and give it to the


floor chaperone at check-in.

9.
No visitation by ANYONE after curfew.

10.
Excessive noise at the hotel will not be tolerated.

NO ROOM CHANGES WILL BE MADE

REHEARSAL EXPECTATIONS

1.
Each student will have his/her own music and pencil for all rehearsals

2.
Each student will sing ONLY the voice part upon which he/she was selected

3.
Each student will sit in his/her assigned seat during every rehearsal unless the seat


is officially changed.

4.
Each student is to know ALL the music for All-Virginia Chorus before coming to the 


first rehearsal.

5.
Each student will stay on task at all times and talking will only be allowed at times


designated by the guest conductor.

6.
Each student is to maintain proper posture while in the process of singing, i.e sit up straight


in the chair, both feet on the floor, holding music up, and eyes on the conductor.

7.
No ingestible materials (food, drink, gum, etc.) are allowed in rehearsals.  Water MAY be


brought in depending on the wishes of the guest director or the requirements of the rehearsal site.

8.
Each student will be in their proper place when the conductor begins each rehearsal.

9.
Breaks will be provided as scheduled or at the discretion of the guest conductor.
