Old Business:

Students will sing from the beginning to the bottom of page 6 measure 27 one time only for the audition. The motion carried.  This piece is available on CPDL. Audition piece for 2013-14 is Washington by Billings.  David & Terry were going to compare this version with the CPDL to see if they are the same.  

A motion was made by Raejie Harman and seconded by Chandra Harmon to substitute Kyrie by Audrey Snyder in place of All Ye Who Music Love. After discussion, the motion carried.  The students would sing from the beginning to the bottom of page 4 measure 21 for the audition.  The possibility of placing the pronunciation on the website was also discussed.
The other pieces in the rotation are:  2014-15 – Ave Maria by Acadelt Arr. Leavitt; 2015-16 – Kyrie by Snyder (Hal Leonard – 08750859).  Directors should teach all of Ave Maria and Kyrie so that they may be used for concert selections.
New Business:
The Audition Date for next year is November 2, 2013 at Coeburn Middle School.  Audition Registration will begin at 9:00 am, Director’s Meeting at 9:30 am. Auditions will begin at 10:00 am. The backup site is George Wythe High School.
The Event will be held on March 7-8, 2014 at Abingdon High School.  The backup site is Giles High School.  The backup date is March 14-15, 2014.  Directors should keep both weekends open in case of inclement weather.

The following Guest Directors were suggested for the SATB Choir:  Rollo Dilworth, Allen Pote, Judy Bowers and Randy Meder. Angela Talbert made the motion to accept these persons as potential directors and Vicki Sowers seconded.  The motion carried.

The following Guest Directors were suggested for the SSA Choir: Jeffrey Ames, the director of the 2011 ACDA Middle School All State Women’s Choir (Nominator couldn’t remember the name), Judy Cline and Jennifer Snodgrass.  Motion was made to accept these persons as potential directors by Marva Wheeler and seconded by Ashley McLaughlin. Motion carried.

Marva Wheeler volunteered to accompany the SATB Choir for 2014 with Chris Yoder being the backup. Jim Spirrup volunteered to accompany the SSA Choir for 2014.

Kristy Price asked to step down as Jr. District Chairperson.  Jessica Snow was elected the new Chairperson.

The Fall Meeting of District VII Choral Directors will be held on August 24, 2013 at 12 noon at the Riverfront Cafe Restaurant in Chilhowie, Va.  All directors are encouraged to be present for this meeting.
A discussion was held about using a central location for both Jr. and Sr. events to be held simultaneously.  Bristol, Virginia is the only area large enough to hold the event in this district.  Some of the issues discussed were All Va. Auditions, Pianos for sectionals, Weather problems.  A committee was selected to discuss and investigate these issues in a summer meeting.  The committee members are Tim Woolwine, Jessica Snow, Glenda Martin, Ashley McLaughlin and David Carroll.

Repertoire requirements for Jr. District Guest Directors were discussed.  A list of selections will be sent to Guest Directors.  Angela Talbert spoke to the fact of struggles to prepare too many pieces for each choir.  A motion was made by Raejie Harman and seconded by Carrie Wagoner to make the following requirements for each choir:
SATB – 5 pieces plus audition piece (1 difficult grade 3 piece/ 2 medium grade 2 pieces/ 2 easy grade 1 pieces)

SSA – 5 pieces not including audition piece (1 difficult grade 3 piece/ 2 medium grade 2 pieces/ 2 easy grade 1 pieces)

Motion carried.
Cindy Freeman was recognized with a gift of appreciation for all of her hard work as District VII Representative and Overall Chairperson.

Tim Woolwine made the motion and Angela Talbert seconded to adjourn.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:17 am.
